Reporting to the Fire Chief, the Assistant Fire Chief supports the Fire 
Chief and Deputy Fire Chief in leading fire department operations, 
ensuring effective emergency response, fire prevention, training and 
day to day operations of the Fire Hall and Paid On-Call Fire Fighter 
crew. This role oversees safety protocols, training, and operational 
planning, working collaboratively with officers and staff to maintain 
high standards of public safety in accordance with the British 
Columbia Fire Services Playbook.

experience, Class 3 BC Licence with air endorsement, EMA First
